More importantly almost everyone in the subway 

car took a copy. 

 Rev. Lindvall goes on to write:  I recently read an article about some extensive research a 

group of church consultants had done with congregations across the country.  Some of the congrega-

tions they studied were growing; some were shrinking.  The research report said that there was only 

one consistent factor that differentiated the ones that were thriving from the ones that were not.  It was-

nôt liberal or conservative theology.  It wasnôt traditional or contemporary worship style.  It wasnôt 

even geographical location.  Consistently, the report said, churches that were thriving operated out of 

what the report called a mindset of abundance.  ñWe have something to offer, and whether weôre rich 

or poor, conservative or liberal, praise songs or hymnbook, by the grace of God we have everything 

we really need to be the church. On the other hand, the congregations that were not thriving typically 

operated out of what the researchers called a mindset of scarcity.  ñThereôs not enough to go around.  

We donôt have enough resources to offer much, and we wonôt be able to do a lot until somebody gives 

us what we need.ò 

 After being here for a year I am convinced this is why Christ Community Church still exists.  

We really have something to offer.  On our little corner of the city we truly believe that the Good 

News weôve taken into our hearts is needed by all. We truly believe that the warmth and love and car-

ing we have for one another is what the world is looking for.

Keeping Our Plugs Dry 

 
A lady was driving her small car in the middle of a downpour.  She came to a 

great big puddle and the car whooshed to a stop in the middle.  Anxiously, the woman 

tried to start the car, but the engine was soaked.  A passerby stopped his truck, looked at 

the woman and said, ñHereôs what you do.  Stop cranking the starter before you kill the 

battery.  Just sit and wait.  Thereôs enough heat on the engine block to dry out the plugs 

and wires.  Youôve got to wait about 15 to 20 minutes.ò  Then he left.  The woman took 

the manôs advice and she waited 20 minutes, which seemed like an eternity. She then 

turned the key, the engine started on the first try and she was on her way. 

 

 I thought this was a wonderful parable of life.  How many times have you felt like 

you have driven your car of life right into the middle of a four foot puddle (if not deeper) 

and the water has gone completely over the car, nothing works and there you sit.  

Everything comes to a complete stop, the storm is beating around you and you donôt 

seem to be able to get anything going.  I donôt know about you, but my tendency is to 

grind my battery down until there is no juice left.  Then I have to go out and try to find 

some energy somewhere else. 

 

 Isnôt it better for us to learn to just sit still and realize that when the floods of life 

have drowned out our plugs maybe God is teaching us a secret that the power and 

strength for our lives is not in my intense efforts to surge forward, but in my willingness 

to wait in Godôs presence for renewal. So when we hit those floods of life let us stop, be 

still, and know that God is God. 

 

 Now if you are like me you may need to practice it a lot.  Maybe we can use the 

Lenten season as a time of practice.  Now we might also need to call on a spiritual tow 

truck or two to get pulled out of a jam, but that is what our church has to offer.
