The smallest seeds planted last year or the smallest plants stuck in the ground begin to blossom. 
 

 Iôve always been fascinated with the acres and acres of farm fields that are being turned 

over.  It is only a matter of time and the rich earth will begin to turn green with tiny growth 

reaching for the sunlight and fresh breezes. 
 

 This fascination breathed new meaning into the verse from Zechariah 4:10:  ñDo not 

despise these small beginnings, for the Lord rejoices to see the work begin.ò 
 

 I am amazed how God does big things with small beginnings: seeds, deeds or whatever. 
 

 Five smooth stones which looked like specks against a towering giant named Goliath, but 

nevertheless toppled the man.  A widowôs coins seem puny next to the tithes of the wealthy.  But 

Jesus used them to inspire us.  A dying man, suspended on a cross seemed like a wasted life in 

contrast with sophisticated priests and powerful Roman rulers.  Few leaders mourned the manôs 

death.  He only had a handful of friends to bury his body.  The world and the people went back to 

their own ways and gave their attention to the temple.  Why not? 
 

 What power does this itinerate preacher have?  Now we know the answer.  We know 

about mustard-seeds and leaven-lump power.  We know the power to remove the shroud and 

push away the rock.  We know the power to change history.  In the hands of God, small seeds 

grow into sheltering trees.  Tiny leaven expands into nourishing loaves. 
 

 Small seeds and deeds can change the world.  Sow the mustard seed.  Bury the leaven 

lump.  Make the call. Write the check. Organize the ministry. 
 

 Moses had a staff.  David had a sling.  Samson had a jawbone.  Rahab had a string.  Mary 

had some ointment.  Aaron had a rod. Dorcas had a needle. All were used by God. 
 

 What seed do we have that God is watering?  More important what seed to we have that 

we need to plant so God can use it for his purposes.  Hope Iôve given you something to think 

about.
