“But thanks be to God, who in Christ always leads us in triumph, and through us spreads the fragrance of the 

knowledge of him everywhere. For we are the aroma of Christ to God among those who are being saved and among 

those who are perishing, to one a fragrance from death to death, to the other a fragrance of life to life. Who is 

sufficient for these things? For we are not, like so many, peddlers of God’s word; but as men of sincerity, as 

commissioned by God, in the sight of God we speak in Christ.”

   A number of years ago now the political world was talking about “points of light”.  As 

Christ Community heads into the fall I want us to talk about “points of contact”.  The  

vision that I was called to maintain is that we are a bridge church, a Christian community 

making contacts with our city sharing the Good News of Jesus Christ.  I believe the vision 

is a good one but we have been light on the contacts out there with too much emphasis on 

the building’s end of the bridge.  So the fall is all about contacts. 
 

One beginning is Operation P.O.S.H.  (P.O.S.H stands for Placing Our Special Hangers.  

It came to me in a VERY brief moment of creativity just before worship on the 22nd.  I am 

sure many of you can be a bit more creative.)  Anyway, over 40 members and friends 

stayed after service on the 22nd to get some pointers on what to do and not to do as we 

prepare to walk various streets in our community sharing the good news about Christ Community leaving our 

newly designed door hanger.  We have over 3,000 door hangers to distribute. AND if we get those out we’ll get 

some more. 
 

We are in contact with another church to share our facilities.  We hope that relationship will begin in early fall.  

We continue to look for creative ways we can use our facility to enable more foot traffic through these doors and 

halls, such as showers, weddings, community groups and youth on a mission trip.  Some major structural       

problems are being addressed so our facility can again be better used as an asset and not a liability. 
 

Three very creative ideas came from you - the members of Christ community. (Thanks Jeff and Katie.)  One was 

the recruiting of teams that are willing to Pray for and make contact with the police and fire officers of our    

community.  As one member stated, “We used to have tons of cops around this church.”  As near as I can tell 

there are still tons in the community why not reestablish those links again through contacts, cookies and caring. 
 

Two was a monthly charity lunch.  This idea was born out of Myrtha’s enthusiasm for our Haiti night and her 

statement “we should do this every month.”  The concept we build around is “we eat so others can eat” with the 

proceeds going to a different meal-based charity each month.  The point person lets the charity know we are 

praying for them this month and then follows up with contacts and addressing additional concerns. 
 

Third is a support group for families of prisoners.  This is designed to be a safe place for people to come and 

share experiences, receive prayer and support and share resources.  We, as a church, will be practicing this one in 

the coming weeks. 
 

Well, that is what is on the agenda. In the letter you received with your contribution statements I was, as one 

said, “rather blunt”.  I don’t want to sugar coat our future but neither do I want to paint a time without hope.  I 

see a lot all around us as I’ve shared above.  We just have to remember as one delightful wag is so fond of     

saying:  “Hope is not a strategy.”  We have got to “plan our work and then work our plan”.  Hey I’m on a roll, 

sorry.  We have developed several points of contact.  You are needed to construct those bridges to make the    

contacts grow.

Many thanks to all who helped with, attended, and donated to the Haiti Night fundraiser. 
Over sixty people attended the event, and we raised over $1,000 for Haiti!  We will be 
working closely with two organizations to distribute these funds so they will be used wisely 
and effectively inside Haiti.   
 
The first is the Calvary Free Methodist Church, a Haitian congregation here in the Lansing 
area.  We were blessed to have a number of their members in attendance at the Haiti Night, 
including their pastor, Beverly Maier.  Her congregation is currently active in mission and 
ministry in the Haitian countryside outside out Port au Prince.  Our contributions to their 
efforts will help send Haitian children to school this year that otherwise might not be able to 
go.   
 
The second group we are working with is FARHE, a non-profit based out of New York that 
one of Myrtha Montas' brothers is active in.  FARHE also focuses its efforts on rural areas 
located outside of Port au Prince, which rarely receive international aid money.  FARHE is 
also currently working on helping provide school supplies to Haitian kids, but they are also 
active in earthquake relief and reforestation efforts.   
 
We feel very happy to have these two wonderful partners to work with, and have confidence 
that the money we raised will make a difference in the lives of people in Haiti.  It's still not 
too late to donate, and even a modest gift can make a huge impact.  $50 can send an        
elementary aged child to school for a year, while $100 can buy books and a uniform for that 
child. You can contribute by sending a check to the church with "Haiti" in the memo line.   
 
Thank you again to all who helped make this night such a success.  It is evidence of God's 
continuing faithfulness to his people, and of the powerful works he has yet to accomplish in 
us at CCC.
